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ABSTRACT

Auditory, acoustic and limited physiological data are presented, together with audio, to describe different types of interaction between citation tone pitch and breathy, whispery, growly and creaky phonation type in three varieties of Wu 吳 Chinese: Lóngyóu 龍游, Yŏngjiāng 甬江 and Jìnyún 縉雲. Interaction in both lexical and verb-object tone sandhi is briefly described for the last two varieties.
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
